1. Map Update

Stacy reported on the map as of June 15th.  Total map revenue is $12115 with expenses coming in at $8250.  Stacy will try to see if she can get the printing costs lowered.  Stacy working with Trish on getting the ads created and sent out for approval.  Still waiting for 2 businesses to send in artwork.

2. Business Crime

Stacy reported she is working with Carolyn McNeil from Boston Police Department, Community Relations and Nick Fedor from Washington Gateway to implement the Business Watch, which is similar to a neighbor watch program.  They are scheduled to roll it out this week in the Old Dover Neighborhood by visiting businesses on Washington, Harrison and Berkeley where crime activity is the densest.  They will be handing out binders, which includes information on how to train employees and what to watch out for.  The next area to roll out will be Tremont Street.

3.  Pride Drag Bingo
 Stacy reported on Pride Drag Bingo.  Though attendee numbers were extremely low, SEBA was able to net $1878.  Due to a low turnout the bar guarantee was not met, hence a shortfall of $274.  In addition, a Police detail showed up costing SEBA an additional $250.  Javier will send us bill.  Once received Stacy will contact D4 to see if it can be excused.  She reported that Scott, Chris and Stacy had a debriefing meeting the morning after to discuss the future Drag Bingos.  As a result, group thought it would be best to explore other venue locations as there is too much risk having it at the current location.  Scott will explore Club Café as an option.  The group is recommending hosting Drag Bingo twice a year, on Pride and during Halloween.  Also discussed was the lack of advertising with South End News and not having the ads run in Bay Windows.  Group will work on improving relationship with the South End News.

4.  Seminar 


Stacy reported that the June Seminar is all set.  It will be held at Rudi’s with two guest speakers, Jim Potter and Bill Fallon.  Jim will briefly talk about tax regulation changes for 2010.  Bill will present the Business Killers seminar.
